We are FINALLY renovating a major portion of our head office after planning for 
a few years. After spending close to 20 years and being probably the oldest and 
longest occupant in our block of offices, I think it is high time that we do some 
major renovations.

We are                
investing close to a million ringgit for this renovation to improve our overall               
working environment and to try to restructure the space utilisation as we continue 
to grow. I thank everyone for their patience and for tolerating the dust, but you 
should have much a much nicer office with bigger toilets especially for the ladies 
when we are finished. 

On the social front, we recently had a Buka Puasa function at SOULed Out! and 
had a fun time of sharing and comradeship. Buka Puasa is held only among close 
friends and family members, and LOH & LOH is a family! I would like to thank 
the SRC again for organising these events to strengthen our bonds and to share 
and interact in this event.

Successful achievement of the 1
st
 milestone of this project on time, that 

is the twin horseshoe shape Diversion Tunnel measuring approximately 9.2m 

x 450 long. 

This is the first Hydroelectric Dam project for Loh & Loh’, and it is Loh 

& Loh’s largest project to-date. The Lot - CW2 Main Civil and Associated 

Works is a RM828.30 million project and the plant will generate 250MW of                  

electricity upon completion in 2015. The diversion tunnel milestone was 

achieved on time. On 30.04.2012 we have officially invited Dato’ Seri Che 

Khalib; CEO of TNB and Board of Directors of TNB to officiate the              

diversion of Sungai Terengganu into the newly completed Diversion Tunnel. 

During the construction of the Diversion tunnel we have encountered      

numerous difficulties, such as adverse geological conditions,               

inclement weather and tight schedule. We have overcome those                  

difficulties with the full commitment from the management of                  

Loh & Loh - Sinohydro JV. This successful completion of river diversion 

was contributed by the teamwork from all parties namely the Employer 

(TNB), the Engineer (HTJV) and the Contractor and all sub-contractors          

involved.
